This budget is informed by the 2015 County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) and County Integrated
Development Plan (CIDP) as approved by the County Assembly. The Annual Development Plan
(ADP) will be developed afterwards fromJaily, 20% guided by the approved budget by the
County Assembly. The ADP will contain the actual projects and activities to be undertaken in
2015/16 informed by the Programmes and Sub Projections contained in the approved budget.

In compliance with PFM Act, 2012@&ion 125(2) which provides for public participation in the
county budget process, this budget contains inputs from members of the public, who were involved
in the Ward level budget consultation forums heid2T' April, 2016. Views of the public and
interest groups were also captured through post and emails.

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BUDGET ESTIMATES STRATEGIC PRIORITIES AREAS OVER THE MEDIUM TERM

The overriding goal for the 2016 County Fiscal Strategy Paper (CFSP) was to provide a fiscal
management basis that enables a pHosed budget and thus effectimplementation of the
development initiatives.

The priorities adopted in the CFSP and for which this budget estimates allocates significant
resources include€nhancement of health service delivery, Poverty reduction interventions
through agriculturalna livestock development, Infrastructural developments in Roads, sports,
energy generation, educational enhancements, Water access, Tourism and Environmental
development, amongst other priorities.

Budget estimates for the FY 2016/2017 and over the Medaemn, shall be based on the
priorities outlined herein which are guided by the County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP)
and aimed at accelerating growth, employment creation, poverty reduction, improvement of social
welfare and security.

The County fiscal policies will remain supportive of growth while at the same time continuing with
the fiscal discipline to ensure mobilization of adequate revenue to support the county
expenditures.

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Enhancement of Agricultural Productivity

Investing in Agricultural sector not only promotes economic growth but also towiisecurity,

job creation, income generation and overall poverty reduction. The sector is the mainstay of the
County economy with linkages in manufacturing, distribution and other service related sectors.
The County therefore aims at raising agriculfpr@ductivity and increase commercialization of
agriculture. This will be achieved through improvement of land use and crop development,
enhanced accessibility to affordable farm inputs, adding value to agricultural produce and link the
farmers to market®r their produce, extension services, use of environmentally friendly products,
promotion of agro based industries and development of- paistest farm management systems.

The county shall focus on milk production where it shall endeavor to prowmdal &reeding
services through provision of Al services. Currently a programme is underway in construction of
cooling plants at each ward to enhance milk collections and boost marketing of these milk produce
from farmers. The government is also lookingvéwd to promoting rearing of dairy goats within

our county to subsidize of cow milk.

Over medium term the government looks forward to providing subsidized avocado seedlings and
coffee for farmers to boost their production.

Continuing Investment in Irdstructure

The county will scale up investment in infrastructure by upgrading existing roads, carry out routine
maintenance of existing roads, and opening up of newwbadsaimgo significantly reduce the

cost of doing business and therefore faeilitigh returns and poverty reduction in the county.

The medium term investment in road upgrade througthe county will be aligned to support
agriculture by linking farmers to markets.

In the current financial year, the county invested substantiahtamopurchasing phase 1 of
roadwork machinery and equipment so as to ensure quality road maintenance and sustainability as
well as minimize overall costs in the long run. In the medium term, the county plans to allocate
more funds in Phase Il of the pragn to purchase more road works equipment intended to fully
mechanize the roads department.

The government intends to allocate more resources towards equipping of its hospitals and health
centers to ensure quality and accessible healthcare for alldbatse$df high importance also is

the construction of Early Childhood Educational facilities (classrooms) as well as ensuring well
established youth polytechnicsd infrastructur
over medium term considemploying asset financing and other borrowings to address whatever
shortage as may occur.
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To promote commerce coupled with security, the county street lighting will be done in all major
urban areas. As part of branding, beautification of the counsyilivile prioritized. In addition,

efficient waste management system will be put in place as well as proper drainage and sewer lines
especially in Kapsabet town and other urban areas.

County government owned houses will be renovated and refurbishéfetinay. A fire station
will also be constructed to house the newly acquired fire engines to respond to emergencies and
disasters on time.

Nandi county is the indisputab#urce of world champions in atids and other sporting
activities with celebeat personalities. Ovehe medium term, the CFSP walllocate funds to
continue investg in sportsinfrastructure and diversify its talent potential to include other sports
and arts in order to consolidate and strengthen its position as a sports hub.

A world class stadium at Kapsabet town and sports field at the sub county level will be allocated
more funds to support our champions.

Supporting Investment and Trade

Trade is a key productive sector due to its immense potential for wealth and employment creation
as well as poverty redioct. Given its catalytic effect to sustained inclusive growth and huge
potential for job creation and poverty reduction, the County Government will deepen business
regulatory reforms, facilitating capacity building, simplifying and modernizing regimad! fanc
medium businesses in order to amplify their multiplier effect on employment opportunities and
accelerating growth.

Further, the county will focus on industries that are labour intensive, with the potential to expand
and increase market opportuagifor small and medium industries.

Strategic efforts will be made to diversify markets by providing an environment conducive for
business and ensuring that there is investor confidence. This will be achieved through development
of policy, legal and ingtitonal reforms for the development of the sector, support
entrepreneurship and industrial development and promote exports. In addition specific measures
will be undertaken to provide incentives to both local and international investors in order to
positicn Nandi County as the premier investment hub in the country. Other measures will include
maintaining law and order and providing security.

Local businesses will be promoted through promotion of-teged industries, training of
entrepreneurs and enhanckeknsing of businesses. To this end, the upcoming investment shall
play a crucial role in showcasing Nandi County as a preferred investment hub and destination.
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Security Programme

Over the
medium term, the county government will continue to Rehabilitate, expand and fuliglleggeip
subcounty hospitaland health centres armdlequately stocking with requisite dregsablishing
maternity wings as well as have KapsaiteNandi hills morgue fitted with facilities necessary to
handle relevant cas€ke county will also collaborate with tRational government and other
development partners in the area of training so that the county will have healthcare workers with all
the necessary and sufficient knowledge and skills for quality health care services.

In the medium term, the County government will seek to address health related challenges through

continued investment in training of health professionals, providinguaiily greventive, curative
and rehabilitative healthcare services to all, sanitation infrastructure and improvement in the
working conditions of medical practitioners.

This will redirect
the energies used by most women and children for collecting water far away at rivers to more
useful purposes.

Efficientuse of natural resources is central to economic social and cultural development. Due to
the finite nature of these resources they should be conserved and utilized in a sustainable manner.
The County shall undertake strategies aimed at conserving tharaewir@nd natural resources

and also ensure provision of reliable and affordable energy through exploration of environmentally
friendly and renewable energy sources; and rehabilitation and protection of water resources.

Public Service

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Prudent Budget Management

Our county government will pursue prudent fiscal policy to assure macroeconomic stability. In
addition, our fiscal policy objective will provide an avenue to support econonty \abilei

allowing for implementation of devolution mandates within a sustainable public finances
management system.

To realize this aim, the 267 budget estimates have been developed to achieve a balanced
budget while recognizing the low levels of NakigGovernment funds transfers and local
revenues. On revenue, the county will maintain a strong revenue effort over the medium term to
enhance revenue collection. To achieve this, several measures will be instituted. These measures
include; improved taxnal cess compliance, adoption of national and international revenue
enhancement best practices, rationalization of existing tax and cess incentives, expansion of
revenue bases and development of a revenue collection and management system to ease on
collecton and efficient control of financial resources. This system development has been allocated
Kshs.25million in this F/Y 206/2017.
